The problem, obstacle or challenge of a story

The messages a story teaches about its big topics (ie. Ambition is fatal).

The set-up of a story. Includes setting, character and background info.

Usually very short. Follows climax.

The resolution of a story. Literally: The tying up of loose ends.

To hint at future events in a story.

Creation Myth

A story which explains the creation of the world.

Hamartia a fatal flaw leading to the downfall of a tragic hero or heroine.
Hubris Excessive (too much) pride
Archetype a very typical example of a certain person or thing.
